This FAQ document lists all questions raised by TSO during the implementation of the Accounting and Settlement Process. The aim of this FAQ list is to provide common understanding on these topics for all TSO and so facilitate homogenous implementation.

	TF API answer

	1.1
	Should the identification of meter measurement data for main and Backup meter data be limited to local EIC Z codes?
	Only local EIC Z Codes, issued by a local issuing office are allowed as identifier for main and backup meter measurement data.

	1.2
	How are the national tie/lines between TSO (like in Germany) identified? 
	“National” network elements, which need to be identified in the ENTSOE accounting processes, are per definition identified by EIC codes issued by local issuing offices. 

Hence tie-lines connecting SO belonging to the same country are identified by local T and Z codes. In the case of Germany it is the local issuing office number 11.

	What to do with the unusable display name for T and Z Codes provided on the ENTSO-E homepage?
	Yes, the names are not usable. Hence the display name needs to be adjusted. The Tie-line name should be use as Display-name. The TF API will generate a MNT request in order to adjust the document "CIO_EIC_code_Management" accordingly and will send it to WG EDI

	What are the commoun rounding rules to be used for the accounting Process
	In the ENTSO-E CE processes for accounting and settlement the commercial rounding has to be applied. 

E.g.

13.3749... ≈ 13.37

13.3750... ≈ 13.38

-13.3749... ≈ -13.37

-13.3750... ≈ -13.38

NOTE: In JAVA, the rounding rule usually implemented is the function Math. Round. With this function -13.3750 is rounded to -13.37 (and not -13.38 as it is mentioned in the template). So, usual rounding function in JAVA (Math.Round) cannot be used.

	What is the process if parties cannot align or match their data until Cut Off Time?
	The TSO are obliged to agree on accounting relevant data and accounting point data latest until Cut Off Time. They are also obliged to send for every single Tie-Line agreed accounting point data by help of the SOVA document. If there are disagreements they have to use the trouble shouting procedures mentioned in the OH P2. It is pointed out that the accounting relevant data and accounting point data as part of the daily process can still be adjusted during the weekly process. From this perspective the agreement on the daily data have an intermediate character. 

However if the accounting departments on the upper level (like Control Area, Control Block and Coordination Centre) do not receive accounting point data at all or they receive not matching accounting point data, they obliged to use ZERO data instead

	Which Codes are to be used in the ACK message:
	A list of reason codes used in the ACK process is provided by the TF API. This document will be available in the EDI library

	2.4
	How can an error in the accounting data, occurred after the weekly accounting that means after the release of the compensation program, be corrected?
	The correction can be performed on bilateral basis. That means e.g. by an bilateral agreed compensation program between the two TSO. However this is outside of the ENTSO-E accounting process for Continental Europe. A sentence will be added to the bilateral agreement.

	When is the ACK on SOMA and SOAM messages released? Immediately after a message was received or earliest at Gate Closure?
	Immediately after a document (either SOMA or SOAM) is received, an ACK will be generated. The description of this behavior has been added to the document "Automatic running parts of Acc. Process"

	2.6
	Is it needed to set up the MVD process also in case to neighbouring SO have remote meter installed?
	Yes

1) With the exchange of SOMA message and the related positive ACK the involved parties have a formal approval, which confirms the agreement about the accounting relevant data. Without this ACK, parties never can be 100% sure whether the neighbour uses the same data. 

2) What is the substitute process if the remote meter reading is not working? With the implementation of MVD process this is already covered. See "Substitution of meter measurement data"

3) The goal is to have the same process at all ENTSO-E CE border. If one TSO is not implementing this process he forces the neighbouring TSO's to implement different processes at their borders

	Why cut-off time for weekly accounting has moved to 11:30?
	The reason was to balance the workload for the accounting department at the CC and the CB on Tuesdays where the workload is very high

	2.8
	Which options are open for the set of meter measurement data when meter data ere transmitted by meter-collection-system with on-line validation between main and back-up meter
	If these data are Accounting Relevant Data, option 1 could be choose. 

If these data are not Accounting Relevant Data, it is possible to use option 1 (no data to exchange) or option 2 (In this case, data are identified by a local EIC Z code as the best validated meter measurement).

	How to set accounting data to ZERO
	In order to finalize the accounting process on time, the IG Accounting empowers the Coordination Centre and the Control Block Operator to set the accounting point data to ZERO in case they do not match at deadline. 

In this case ONLY the data of the mismatching time intervals are to be set to ZERO.

	Treatment of “Class” “CompensationPeriod” in the Daily Settlement Report.
	The Daily Settlement Report does not contain a Compensation Program for the Compensation Period. Hence, like written in IG Accounting, 8.2.11, the Compensation Period is not used in the Daily Report. 
That means in the Daily Settlement Report the definition may appear, however, it must not appear

	3.3
	Are Compensation Programs for the Recording Period needed in the Daily-Settlement-Report?
	The Compensation Program for the Recording Period is a necessary component of the Settlement Report. The Report needs to contain all Accounting Point Data and all Programs (including the Compensation Program) of the recording day. Without the Compensation Program, the accounted Day cannot be verified by the affected party as a whole.

	Should national holiday be considered in the bilateral agreement?
	Both parties agree to inform each other about any national bank holidays at least 1 month in advance

	4.2
	Do the involved System Operator have to sign the bilateral agreement?
	Yes, document contains agreement, which has a financial impact. Each TSO have to take care about legal impacts of the document

	4.3
	What to do if EH is not yet available or temporary not available

	In case EH cannot be supported yet Email via Internet is allowed. If EH is temporary not available (which should normally not be the case) Email via Internet is allowed as back up

	4.4
	How to handle a chapter of bilateral agreement who do not apply.
	In case a chapter or a table does not apply to the partner of bilateral agreement the chapter/ table should not be deleted but it should written after the chapter title: "This chapter/table does not apply to the parties of this document" this in order to keep the chapter/table numbers in line with the Guide.

	Identification of best available meter measurement data which is not accounting relevant 
	For this purpose the option 2 has to be taken. The best available meter measurement data need to be identified by a local EIC Z Code.

	At which place the accounting documents are filed
	Currently all documents can be found on the ENTSO-E Extranet. The TSO contact person for the API has got an account and a password

Browse: System operation committee. ->RG CE-> SG CSO-> API TF. When the TF API has released all documents they will available on the ENTSO-E EDI Library

	5.2
	Discrepancies between IG Accounting and schema (XSD)
	In case of discrepancies the IG Accounting is binding related to the implementation of the new Accounting process.

Example related to the Energy Account Report (EAR):

The chapter 7.4.8 (Accounting Point – Coding Scheme) of IG Accounting describes the identification for Accounting Point Data. Here it is stated that this information is MANDATORY. 

The XSD statement however looks like following <xsd:element name="AccountingPoint" type="ecc:AreaType" minOccurs="0">
Were minOccurs="0" means that this statement can be in the document but do not have to be in it.

· That means, for the accounting process it is binding what is written in the IG-Accounting.

In order to understand this discrepancy one have to know that the XSD might also be used in other ENTSOE processes.

	5.3
	Support of previous document versions. E.g. Is it needed to support ENTSOE Acknowledgment Document 5.0 although 5.1 is the most actual one.
	Each System Operator who implements the IG Accounting should consider the most actual documents. Related to the ACK Document it is the version 5.1. That means no TSO should set up the new process using the ACK Document V5.0 or V4.0.

However in general the following is valid: The ENTSOE EDI documents (as available in the EDI Library) are downward compatible – i.e. if someone use a version 5.1 of ACK in a process that was designed with version 4.0 – all the information necessary to run the process is available – the only thing is that some additional information be provided – but as this information was not used in 4.0 – it is of no matter for the process.
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
